Rye Town Park Commission Meeting, January 30", 2002

A meeting of the Rye Town Park Commission was held on Wednesday, January 30", 2002 at
6:36P.M. at the Rye Town Court Room, 10 Pearl Street, Port Chester, NY 10573 with President
Robert A. Morabito presiding.

Present: Mayor Frank Filipowski, Village of Rye Brook; Commissioner Joseph Granchelli;
Commissioner George Ilse; Mayor Gerald Logan, Village of Port Chester; and Mayor Steve Otis,
City of Rye.

Also Present: Saverio Terenzi, Rye Town Park Accountant.
Absent: None.

Pledge of Allegiance was recited.
Minutes from the December 11", 2002 Meeting were approved on a motion by Commissioner
Granchelli and seconded by Commissioner Logan. Commissioner Ilse abstained.

VCR tape was viewed by the Commission from John Ambrose of SeaSide Johnnies showing his
recent “Customer Appreciation Day” in August 2001 at Rye Town Park on the beach.

President Morabito updated the Commission on the north end Seawall. Pictures were shown on
the progress made so far. The completion date for the Seawall is on target for the middle of
February, 2002.

Davidson Gordon of Rye, NY from the public asked about the “railings (fence)” at the Seawall.
The Commission will check with the County for specifications on what type of fence and height
of fence needed. The Commission will try to duplicate the Ornamental Fence that is already at
the north end. Brian Daly, of the “Friends of Rye Town Park™ asked if the back fill of the
Seawall is included in the funding from the County. The answer is yes.

President Morabito stated that the situation from last summer in regards to the overflow of
parking from Playland into Rye Town Park on weekends would not happen again unless
transportation and outside parking is provided. President Morabito said that the handling of the
parking situation on weekends at the Park on the grass area would improve this season. There
will be more staff hired just to enforce the above. President Morabito stated that he had no plan
to propose a limitation on parking. Commissioner Otis wants the Commission to walk the Park
and decide in advance the number of cars that will be allowed to park on the grass area. Brian
Daly, of the “Friends of Rye Town Park” stated that the “Friends” understand there must be
parking at the grass area of the Park for sufficient revenues to take place at the Park.

The Preliminary Budget was discussed. President Morabito stated that the insurance premium
decreased to $77,000 for the upcoming season as compared to $95,000 the previous seasons.
This was because Town of Rye Councilman Michael Borrelli intervened at the request of



President Morabito. President Morabito stated that the revenues in 2001 were good considering
the fact that there were a number of rain days on the weekends. Commissioner Filipowski asked
about the Capital Improvements at the Park. Commissioner Otis inquired about a possible
increase in fees. Commissioner Ilse asked about increasing the fees for the pavilion rentals.
President Morabito responded that all the above issues would be looked into for the upcoming
season.

President Morabito stated that the Commission would be receiving proposals on a new bar
coding and software system as well as a camera surveillance system for the booths and a trip
meter. Commissioner Ilse asked if the new system would be a “one swatch” system. President
Morabito said that he is looking into the above. Commissioner Otis wants multiple venders to
make presentations on the above. He also stated that he does not think there is a major theft
problem at the Park based on the actual revenue numbers from the budget. President Morabito
then tabled the budget discussion until the next meeting.

President Morabito led a discussion on a proposal from SeaSide Johnnies (John Ambrose and
Sam Chernin). SeaSide Johnnies wants to make additional improvements to the facility, place
decking on the beach area at the bottom restaurant where the tables are located for patrons who
don’t want to come up to the main restaurant for service; the stairwell to the wall would be
closed in and the stones would all match at the stairs and the wall; the stonewall would be
improved at the entire lower restaurant area (beach area), with all the above improvements at
SeaSide Johnnies expense. In return, SeaSide Johnnies would want an extension on their lease
for seven years with a seven-year option and in addition to the above, would pay for the repair of
both pavilions at the Park. They would “mill” every beam and put new concrete padding on the
bottom of both pavilions.

President Morabito stated that additional legislation would be required for the above. He
proposed drafting preliminary legislation for a long-term lease to the State but the Rye Town
Park Commission, the Town of Rye Council and the City of Rye Council must approve before
any legislation is given to the State. President Morabito wants the Commissions approval to start
the above process. Commissioner Otis had concerns about the extension of the beach area for
the lower restaurant deck and wants to circulate the above plans to the City of Rye Council.
President Morabito reiterated that everything is open to discussion with the Town and the City of
Rye. “Nothing is cast in stone.”

President Morabito said that if approval comes from the Rye Town Park Commission, and the
Town and City of Rye, then SeaSide Johnnies would start to work at the pavilions while
legislation for the lease extension is pending in the State. Commissioner Logan asked what if the
legislation is turned down by the State? President Morabito stated that SeaSide Johnnies would
still repair and fix the pavilions.

President Morabito asked for permission from the Commission to draft legislation for the above
with the assistance of Rye Town Park Attorney Monroe Mann and Assemblyman Ronald Tocci.
Commissioner Otis said that legislation should not be introduced till the Rye Town Park
Commission, and the Town and the City of Rye approves it. President Morabito said that the



Town and the City of Rye must approve the concept of the long-term lease so the Rye Town Park
Commission can approve the above.

President Morabito wants permission from the Commission to proceed with preliminary
legislation with the assistance of Rye Town Park Attorney Monroe Mann and Assemblyman Ron
Tocci and no legislation will be introduced without being reviewed by the Commission, the
Town and the City of Rye Boards. Commissioner Filipowski suggested that the wording for the
above motion could read, “if the Commission should approve the above legislation, would the
State accept it.” This way, the State will take a look at it. Commissioner Granchelli motioned on
President Morabito’s idea, seconded by Commissioner Filipowski on the preliminary drafting of
legislation on the above. Motion approved, 4-2. Commissioner Otis and Commissioner Ilse
voted “nay” with Commissioner Otis indicating that he did not feel a vote was necessary for
President Morabito to work with Mr. Mann on drafting legislation.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 7:38P.M.

Rye Town Park Commission Meeting, February 20", 2002

A meeting of the Rye Town Park Commission was held on Wednesday, February 20", 2002 at
7:20P.M. at the Rye Town Court Room, 10 Pearl Street, Port Chester, NY 10573 with President
Robert A. Morabito presiding.

Present: Commissioner Joseph Granchelli; Commissioner George Ilse, Mayor Gerald Logan,
Village of Port Chester; and Mayor Steve Otis, City of Rye.

Also Present: Monroe Y. Mann, Rye Town Park Attorney and Saverio Terenzi, Rye Town Park
Accountant.

Absent: Mayor Frank Filipowski, Village of Rye Brook.
Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

The 2002 Rye Town Park Budget was discussed. It was pointed out that the insurance line item
will be reduced to $77,000 from $95,000. Security camera’s, new software for the computer
program and the car counter will need to be added to the budget. President Morabito
recommended this line item should be $20,000. Commissioner Otis discussed the video
equipment that is proposed for the Park.

The minutes for the January 30", 2002 meeting were approved with corrections on a motion by
Commissioner Logan and seconded by Commissioner Granchelli.

Parking at the grass area of the Park was discussed. President Morabito stated that he does not
want limits on parking in this area. Commissioner Otis wants designated areas on the grass area
for parking. President Morabito agreed. Commissioner Otis wants the Commission to walk
through the Park before the season opens concerning this issue. President Morabito stated that
the situation with the Correction Officers Union function that took place last year, concerning the
overflow of parking at the Park from Playland will be resolved for this year with County
Legislator George Latimer. This situation will not happen again according to President
Morabito.

Commissioner Logan asked about the extra revenue that occurs when cars park on the grass area
of the Park.

President Morabito gave an update on the North end seawall project. He stated that it is 95%
completed. Commissioner Otis asked about where the replacement fence will go at the North
end seawall. President Morabito stated that the fence would go against the seawall. He asked
the Rye Town Park Secretary to secure prices for the fence at five feet high and six feet high.

Letter from Bert Levine, attorney for Seaside Johnnies was read. It informed the Commission
that SeaSide Johnnies will apply for a “on-premises” alcohol license for 2002.



President Morabito explained the proposed legislation concerning the extension of the restaurant
licensing agreement.

Motion by Commissioner Otis and seconded by Commissioner Logan, the Commission
adjourned to Executive Session at 7:35P.M. No action was taken.

Robert A. Morabito presiding.

Present: Commissioner Joseph Granchelli; Commissioner George Ilse; Mayor Gerald Logan,
Village of Port Chester; and Mayor Steve Otis, City of Rye.

Also Present: Saverio Terenzi, Rye Town Park Accountant.
Absent: Mayor Frank Filipowski Village of Rye Brook.
Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Minutes were approved from the meeting of March 20", 2002. Motion by Commissioner Ilse,
seconded by Commissioner Logan.

Letter was read concerning a function the Rye Neck School District wants to have at the Park
with the Senior Class. Motion by Commissioner Logan, seconded by Commissioner Granchelli.
Motion approved.

Letter was read from the Village of Mamaroneck Recreation Department concerning the
borrowing of the Beach Rake. Motion by Commissioner Granchelli, seconded by Commissioner
Logan. Motion approved.

Arbor Day Festivities were discussed that took place at the Park on Friday, April 26", 2002.

President Morabito discussed the Seawall at the North end. President Morabito also discussed
the water restrictions as it relates to Rye Town Park. Commissioner Otis expressed concern that
water use be prudent given the drought situation. Also discussed were the fence by the pavilions
overlooking the beach.

An update was given on the Lease Extension for SeaSide Johnnies. Commissioner Otis stated
that there were a couple of word changes that were needed before the agreement could be
executed. The changes were accepted by the Commission.

The 2002 Rye Town Park Budget was discussed. There will be an increase in income due to the
permit fee increases; there will also be an increase in staff for parking. Commissioner Otis
discussed the parking situation on the grass area of the Park. The Commission received a letter
from the “Friends of Rye Town Park™ expressing their recommendations on organizing parking
in the Park. President Morabito stated that the parking will be organized and will work with the
“Friends of Rye Town Park and their recommendations. President Morabito indicated that an
increased emphasis will be placed on parking supervision. Commissioner Otis requested that the



white gates at the restaurant parking area be pad locked when the grass area is not being used for
parking.

The 2002 Rye Town Park Budget will have $524,500 in revenues and $615,000 in expenses for a
$90,500 difference. On a motion by Commissioner Granchelli and seconded by Commissioner
Otis, the Commission approved of the budget.

An update was given concerning the new software program at the permit office and at the
parking and beach entrances. Equipment installation dates were discussed concerning the
software, car counter and the security cameras.

Dennis Buckley, from the “Friends of Rye Town Park” asked the Commission about the pavilion
usage concerning the “exclusive usage of the pavilion closest to the restaurant” by SeaSide
Johnnies. The Commission stated that there is “no exclusive usage of any pavilion by the
restaurant.”

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 7:12P.M.

Commissioner Otis requested that the Commission receive payroll and revenue reports by week
as has been made available the last two years. He also asked for a status report on the new
software, security cameras and car counter. It was reported that all are working fine and
enhancing the operations of the Park.

Brian Daly of the “Friends of Rye Town Park” requested that the Commission walk through the
green parking area. Commissioner Otis stated that the parking situation has improved but
additional changes are requiredn;l. It was reported that the staff uses orange cones and saw
horses for directing traffic into the Park when busy. President Morabito stated that he is looking
into purchasing a Golf Cart for the Security Staff.

Davidson Gordon, of the public complimented the North End Seawall Fence.

Goldie Solomon of the public inquired about the Duck Pond grant. Commissioner Otis
responded by saying that there will be additional fundraising by the “Friends of Rye Town Park”,
and the Friends and the Commission are working with the state agency for parks concerning the
Duck Pond grant.



Goldie Solomon also inquired about Landmark status for the Park. President Morabito
responded by stating that our Historic Preservation Architects (that are doing the work for the
pavilions) are handling this for the Commission. Ms. Solomon also asked if bikes are allowed to
ride on the trails at the Park. The Commission responded “yes”. Ms. Solomon also inquired
about why the flag was not at half-mast for Memorial Day. The Commission responded that it
was.

Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Minutes were approved from the meeting of May 28™ 2002. Motion by Commissioner
Granchelli, seconded by Commissioner Logan.

Discussion was held by the Commission regarding purchasing of a First Aid AED Unit for the
Park. This was recommended by Lifeguard Captain Mark Cassata and E.M.T. Steven Manning.

Commissioner Ilse wanted to have
this item a part of the 2003 Rye Town Park Budget. Commissioner Logan stated that we should
get one for the seniors who visit the Park.

Commissioner Otis will check out contacts within the City of Rye and where they
purchased their First Aid AED Units. On a motion from Commissioner Ilse and seconded by
Commissioner Otis, authorization was given to President Morabito to purchase the First Aid
AED Unit for the Park.

A letter was read from Ms. Emily Johnson complimenting the Fourth of July cleanup at the Park.

Concerning the Fourth of July Holiday, only one verbal complaint was received. Commissioner
Otis commented that there has been an improvement in the parking situation but there are still
“escaped” cars at the park area of the facility.

Brian Daly of the “Friends of Rye Town Park” complimented the work at the stone wall at the
Park by Oakland Beach Avenue that was damaged by a car.

Commissioner Ilse commented on the Duck Pond Grant. He stated that he is not opposed to the
grant, but he states that the Commission should understand the contract. He asked who would be
responsible financially if the Commission had to spend over $90,000? Commissioner Otis
answered that the “Friends of Rye Town Park” would be. Commissioner Ilse also asked what
requirements of usage are involved in the contract as well as the overall State Law. He assumed
that the Town of Rye and City of Rye and its attorney’s will make a study of the contract and a



written and oral report will be given to the Rye Town Park Commission. Commissioner Otis
agreed with the reports to be given to the Commission. President Morabito asked if Rye Town
Park Attorney Monroe Mann could look over the Duck Pond contract for legalities. The contract
was further discussed.

Commissioner George Ilse; Mayor Gerald Logan, Village of Port Chester; and Mayor Steve Otis,
City of Rye.

Also Present: Monroe Y. Mann, Rye Town Park Attorney.
Absent: None.
Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Minutes were tables from the meeting of July 16™, 2002. Commissioner Ilse read a statement
that he wanted inserted into the minutes concerning the Duck Pond. After further discussion, it
was decided to reissue the minutes with the statement and the Commission will vote on them at
the next meeting.

A letter was read from Westchester County Executive Andrew Spano about the Rye Town Park
lifeguards thanking them for their service and assistance on July 4th, and Sth, 2002 in the Playland
drowning of Jose Robles. President Morabito thanked the lifeguards and staff for their assistance
they provided in the above drowning.

A presentation was made from “Kids S.P.A.C.E.” by Marion Anderson, member of their board of
directors. This concerned the possible use of space at the administration building for their
program. They would have the building fixed up (through fundraising and grants) and would pay
rent for the space they would need. Discussion then ensued. Ms. Anderson agreed to take her
engineer to the location and find out what it would cost to renovate the facility for their needs.
She will get back to the Commission when her numbers are finalized.

Letter was read from the NYS Parks, Recreation & Historic Preservation regarding our
nomination for the National & State Registers of Historic Places. Our State nomination should
be approved by November 2002 and the National nomination should shortly follow.

Discussion then ensued concerning the Duck Pond. Rye Town Park Attorney Monroe Y. Mann
stated that the Town of Rye and the City of Rye would be responsible for $50,000 each above the
grant. Anything above that would be the responsibility of the “Friends of Rye Town Park”.

Commissioner Ilse complimented the staff at the Park for the overall operation and stated that the
parking situation has improved. The Commission then discussed revenues and expenses.



Commissioner Otis discussed the meeting he had at the Park with Commissioner Granchelli,
representatives of the “Friends of Rye Town Park” and himself. The meeting involved the
parking situation. He stated it was very positive. Brian Daly of the “Friends of Rye Town Park”
stated that he was very pleased with the parking situation on the grass area since the
improvements were made with the extra staff assisting in the above matter. President Morabito
also noted the decrease to almost nothing in the amount of vandalism at the Park.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 7:45P.M.

Rye Town Park Commission Meeting, September 30™, 2002

A meeting of the Rye Town Park Commission was held on Monday, September 30", 2002 at
6:28P.M. at the Rye Town Court Room, 10 Pearl Street, Port Chester, NY 10573 with President
Robert A. Morabito presiding.

Present: Mayor Frank Filipowski, Village of Rye Brook; Commissioner George Ilse; Mayor
Gerald Logan, Village of Port Chester; and Mayor Steve Otis, City of Rye.

Also Present: Monroe Y. Mann, Rye Town Park Attorney.
Absent: Commissioner Joseph Granchelli.
Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Minutes were approved from the July 16", and August 20™, 2002 Meetings on a motion by
Commissioner Logan and seconded by Commissioner Filipowski.

President Morabito explained the plantings that the “Friends of Rye Town Park” want to do at
the Park. On a motion by Commissioner Ilse and seconded by Commissioner Logan, the
“Friends of Rye Town Park” were given permission to do their plantings at their cost at the Park.

Rex Gedney, an architect from the firm of Gedney & Croozer, made a presentation on behalf of
SeaSide Johnnies concerning the reconstruction of the snack bar to upgrade the facility at the
beach level so that the concessionaire could have full service and also serve the current beach
staples. Commissioner Otis questioned the encroachment on the beach from the sides of the
upgraded facility and asked if a presentation will be made before the City of Rye Council.
Commissioner Ilse asked that when the above upgrade is being done, could a design be made to
fix the middle gate entrance of the beach to improve the flow of traffic and make that entrance
more attractive looking in conjunction with the above improvement. Brian Daly of the “Friends
of Rye Town Park” supports the project and feels that the current legislation of the Park Act
would enable the Town of Rye to give permission to enlarge the proposed retail facility at
SeaSide Johnnies on the beach level. Sam Chernim, a partner of SeaSide Johnnies stated that the
extra foot extension on the side of the facility is very important because the aisle between the
counter and the equipment at the snack bar is to narrow for any employee to work at.
Commissioner Filipowski stated that this would be an enhancement to the property. As a side
note, Commissioner Ilse complimented the food & service at the restaurant upon a recent visit
with his wife and himself.

The Commission discussed the pavilions that are to be repaired by SeaSide Johnnies. President
Morabito stated that he recently met with the historic architects of the project.

The Commission discussed the Duck Pond Grant. It was noted that the “Friends of Rye Town
Park have met their commitment for the funding. Commissioner Ilse asked Commissioner Otis
if the City of Rye Attorney made a recommendation concerning the responsibilities of the usage



of the Park if the Commission signs the agreement. Commissioner Otis said that the City of Rye
Attorney would check with the DEC and also look at Rye Town Park Attorney Monroe Mann’s
memo concerning the agreement. Commissioner Ilse then stated that he would abstain if a vote
were taken until the City of Rye Attorney gives his opinion on the above. Commissioner Otis
asked Commissioner Ilse if a resolution for the Duck Pond is voted on, and Commissioner Ilse’s
concerns were answered, Monroe Mann’s memo is approved by the City of Rye Attorney and
implemented into the final contract, will Commissioner Ilse still have reservations about the
contract. Commissioner Ilse answered that as long as he is told that the Commission will not
have trouble concerning who runs the Park, everything will be fine with him. Commissioner Ilse
then asked if we could still charge different rates for non Town & City of Rye residents. Mr.
Mann answered there are no such stipulations in the contract stating otherwise. Commissioner
Otis stated that the approval would be based upon the City of Rye Attorney’s agreement to the
above contract. President Morabito asked if the Commission would give him provisional
authority and give permission to enter into a contract with New York State and the Commission
for the Duck Pond Restoration Project, with all the appropriate bidding done in conjunction with
agreement between the “Friends of Rye Town Park” and the Commission and approval be
provisional on two issues raised above by Commissioner Otis. Commissioner Filipowski
motioned and Commissioner Logan seconded the above motion. All approved but
Commissioner Ilse abstained until a ruling is obtained by the City of Rye Attorney addressing all
concerns. Thus the motion passed.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 6:53P.M.

Commissioner Granchelli said that their time frame doesn’t fit with their schedule for renovating
the Administration Building.

The Feasibility Study for the Administration Building was discussed. Commissioner Ilse asked if
the architects, Lisa Easton and her partner Barbara Compagna could do a presentation. President
Morabito stated that this would be done at the next Commission meeting. Thus, the Feasibility
Study will be tabled till the next Commission meeting.

Commissioner Otis asked about the air vents needed in the windows at the Administration
Building at the Park. President Morabito said that he would handle with the contractor and Lisa
Easton, the architect.

President Morabito said that he went to the recent City of Rye Board of Architectural Review
with John Ambrose of SeaSide Johnnies. The snack bar renovations were approved.

A Budget discussion took place. At the next Commission meeting, a further study will take place
concerning the 2003 Rye Town Park Budget.

Commissioner Otis complimented the Town of Rye concerning the Town of Rye going before
the different Boards and Commissions of the City of Rye for approvals, building permits, etc. for
Rye Town Park and the restaurant.



Commissioner Otis acknowledged the letter Monroe Mann, Rye Town Park Attorney wrote to
the City of Rye concerning the City of Rye charging fees for construction projects, etc., at Rye
Town Park.

Commissioner Otis spoke about how the City of Rye Police has been enforcing the dog
ordinance at the Park. He complimented Dan Ahne for his aggressiveness in enforcing the
above.

Brian Daly, from the “Friends of Rye Town Park” stated that the annual “Friends” dinner will be
on Friday, January 17™,2002. He also stated that he appreciated that the dog rules are being
enforced year round.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 6:50P.M.
