The Town of Rye is exempt from all Federal, State and Local Taxes.

•	All Bathroom Stall Surrounds to be removed and discarded.
•	Storage Closets in each bathroom to be removed and discarded.
•	Countertop on each bathroom to be removed and discarded.
•	Ceilings will be prepped and painted with commercial grade mold resistant washable paint. (color selected by Rye Town)
•	Exterior door to be prepped and painted with commercial grade paint. (color selected by Rye Town)
•	Walls will be cleaned and prepared to receive wall application.

INSURANCE REQUIREMENTS

The Contractor shall  secure and  maintain such  insurance from  an insurance company authorized to write casualty insurance in the  State, as will protect himself,  his subcontractors, the Town  of Rye (Town), from  claims for bodily injury, death or property damage which may arise from  operations under this  contract. The Contractor shall  not commence work under this  contract until  he has obtained all insurance required under this section and  until  he shall  have  filed the  Certificate of Insurance or the  certified copy  of the  insurance policy with  the Town  of Rye. Each insurance policy shall  contain a clause providing that it shall  not  be canceled by the insurance company without ten (10)  days  written notice to the Town of Rye of intention to cancel. The Contractor shall,  at his expense, deliver to the Town an  Insurance policy, for the  minimum amounts listed below,  wherein the Town  is named as Additional Insured, insuring the Town  against its or any  contingent liability under the  contract. Such  policy  is to be approved by the Town  Attorney.

a. 	Workmen's Compensation and  Employers' Liability Insurance shall  be secured and maintained as required by New York State.
b. 	Public  Liability, Bodily Injury, and  Property Damage:

Where (1) (a), (b) and (c) have not been complied with, the bid shall not be considered for award nor shall any award be made unless the Town Attorney, or its designee, determines that disclosure was not made for the purpose of restricting competition.

3.	The fact that a bidder  has published  price lists, rates, or tariffs covering items being procured, has informed  prospective customers  of proposed  or pending  publication of new or revised  price lists for such items, or has sold the same items to other  customers at the
same prices being bid, does not constitute, without more, a disclosure  within the meaning of
paragraph 1above.

4.	Any bid hereafter made hereunder by a corporate bidder for work or services  performed  or to be performed by, goods sold or to be sold, where competitive bidding is required  by statute, rule regulation, or local law, and where such bid contains  the certification  referred to in paragraph 1above, shall be deemed to have been authorized by the Board of Directors of the bidder, and such authorization shall be deemed to include the signing and submission of the bid and the inclusion therein  of the certificate to non-collusion  as the act and deed of the corporation.

SUPPLEMENTAL GENERAL CONDITIONS




Contract Number:   2014-PW007


Payment:  Payment shall be per "Payment and Completion Procedures" as detailed in specifications.

Prices bid shall be full compensation  for all labor, material, use of tools and equipment, safety maintenance, insurance, overhead, herein and other costs necessary or pertinent to the completion of the work as required and as specified. The Town will not pay for stored material prior to start of construction.

All materials and form of installation shall comply with the standards and requirements for the Contract Number:  2014-PW007- Crawford Park- Pavilion  Bathrooms Renovation, as agreed and proposed by contractor. and required elsewhere in the contract documents.

Proposed Project Schedule:


Start of construction- November 24, 2014
Installation Complete - December 24, 2014


Approval of Subcontractors: The Contractor shall, as soon as practicable after the signing of the Contract, notify the owner in writing of the names of subcontractors proposed for the work and shall not employ any that the owner may within a reasonable time object to as incompetent or unfit.  The Contractor agrees that he is as fully responsible to the Town for the acts and
omissions of his subcontractors  and persons either directly or indirectly employed by them, as he
is for the acts and omissions of persons directly employed by him. Nothing contained in the Contract documents shall create any contractual relations between any subcontractor  and the Town.
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Order and Direction of Work:
The Contractor shall supervise and direct the work efficiently using the best skill and attention and shall be solely responsible for the means, methods, techniques, sequences and procedures of work.

The work to be done shall be under the general supervision of the Town Director of Purchasing, Bishop Nowotnik, 914-939-3075. The daily contact person will be Director of Purchasing, Bishop Nowotnik, 914-400-6924. The Contractor shall immediately comply with any and all orders the instructions given by Bishop Nowotnik.

Maintenance Guarantee  The Contractor warranties that the work done under this Contract and materials furnished and used by him shall be free from defects and flaws for at least one year. All manufactuerers' warranties shall be honored and executed by the contractor.

The Contractor agrees that he will promptly make any repairs required under the warranty.   If the Contractor unnecessarily delays or fails to make the ordered repairs within 30 days time, then the Town will have the right to make such replacements or repairs and the expense thereof shall be paid by the Contractor.

An inspection shall be conducted during the 60 days following the completion and acceptance of all work.  All defective work shall be repaired in accordance with this agreement and to the satisfaction of the Town of Rye.
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
